Perforce Instructions

1. Go to \\randon\install\PerForce\P4 Win\ and run setup.exe
2. Click the “User Installation” radio button and then click next.
3. In the component selection window, make sure all of the options are checked, then click next.

4. Change Server Port field to “thematrix:1666”, no quotes
5. Click next, then click install

6. Must reboot system, click finish.

7. You need to create a folder for all of your BVW files.  You can pick the name and the place. Once you have done it, it will be very hard to change, so pick well.  Once you have decided create the folder.

8. After re-boot, go to start->All Programs->Perforce->P4Win
9. P4Win will prompt you to create a client workspace.  Create a new client workspace, by selecting the second option.  

10. Do not change the client name, it will default to your PC name, however, you do want to set the working directory.  Make a folder somewhere on your machine. This folder will contain everything you will upload to the source control server. (Note: changing this directory later is a pain, so pick something you’ll be happy with). Once you’ve created this folder, copy and paste its path into the “Client workspace root folder” field.
11. Below these fields, in the “Template” section, click the “use” radial option, then click “Browse”. Chose “bvw-student” (owner should be lucasmac, host should be vanpeebles).

12. Click “Finish”

13. Choose: “don’t sync”

14. Now, we want to make sure this ClientSpec is set as the default. In the menu, go to ClientSpec->View Client Specs.  In the window on the right, find “bvw-student” in the list, right click it and select “Set default client to bvw-student”
15. Now, in the directory tree on the left, Right click on “//depot” and choose Sync-> Sync to head revision.

16. Open your working folder, the one created in step 10.  There will now be a folder titled BVW-PGH-2006, and inside that a folder titled assignment0, and inside assignment0, four folders with the four position names.  

17. While in your position’s folder (i.e. BVW-PGH-2006\assignment0\scripting\) , create a new folder and name it your Andrew id user name.

18. Go into this new folder and create a .txt file of the type John_Smith.txt, replacing John_Smith with your name.

19. Inside the .txt file write 3 interesting facts about yourself.

20. When complete, you are going to upload this information onto the source control server.

21. We do this by going back to our perforce window.  Once there choose the add files icon, the one with a red plus sign.  Then browse to your assignments0/your Andrew id folder.  Locate the .txt file you just made.  Select it and then choose to add to source control.  The file will not be on the server quite yet though.

22. Now, click the tab that has two triangles on it one is red and one is blue, this will allow you to view pending change lists.  The file you just added will automatically fall under the default list.  The red triangle represents your changes.  Expand its hierarchy to see all your current change lists.  Right click on your file and select “submit”.  You must add some sort of description with every change you make.  Being descriptive will only make your life easier in the future.  So, describe the addition you are making, and then choose “submit”.
23. Your file will now be added to source control, and it will automatically create the folder with your name under the assignment0 tab, just as it is on your PC.
