Seek A.I. Implementation Tutorial

Installation
1. Copy libpandaai.dll to  ${Panda3D Installation Folder}\bin\
Eg:  C:\Panda3D-1.6.2\bin\

2. In the Windows command prompt , do the following:
C:\Panda3D-1.6.2\bin\genpycode libpandaai
You will see a report including:

Importing code library: libpandaai
3. If there are no errors you should be ready to invoke the Seek() function using Python.
Using the Seek() function:
In your python code,
· You will need to import the library:

  
from libpandaai import *
· Then you will have to create an object of the AIBehaviors class:

AI = AIBehaviors(render)

· To call the Seek function, create a task which will be called continuously:

    def Seek(self,task):

        AI.Seek(Seeker, Target,0.15,1)  # The parameters sent to this will be explained later.
        return Task.cont

where Seeker and Target are two NodePaths having actors or models. 
· Now, just add this task to the Task Manager:
        taskMgr.add(Seek,”Seek”)

This should start the Seek function and the Seeker object should be able to seek the Target object.  To stop the Seek, just remove the task with:     taskMgr.remove (”Seek”)
Seek function parameters :

Seek(NodePath seekObject, NodePath targetObject, float force , float max_speed );
seekObject  –  NodePath to your Seeking Object

targetObject -  NodePath to your Target Object

force  -  The force applied to the seeking object to make it move in the direction of the Target object

max_Speed – The maximum speed after which the body does not accelerate
